Then we 
took part in three 
different activities: 
looking around the 
museum, thinking 
about the food the soldiers would have eaten and how 
Florence helped them get better and finally holding and 
drawing some of the objects Florence would have used or 
seen such as soldier's medals, a lamp and a scrubbing 
brush and soap! 
 
It was a really busy day but we had lots of fun.  We would 
like to say a big thank you to all the adults who came to 
help Sapphire and Opal Classes! 
  
Extract from an article by Erin (Sapphire Class):  
We went to a Florence Nightingale Museum.  Her parents 
were very rich!  She was named after the name of her city 
Florence.  Florence had lots of pets and when she was  

sixteen she 
decided to help 
people as well by 
becoming a 
nurse.  But her 
parents did not 
want her to 
become a nurse 
because they 
thought it was too 
dirty a job. 
  
Florence 
disobeyed her 

parents and went to Scutari Hospital in Turkey and got a job 
as a nurse.  At the hospital she helped people get better 
when they were shot in the war.  In the museum we saw the 
real lamp that Florence carried in the hospital.  We also 
looked at a stove that they used back many years ago!

She was 
born in 1820.  She died in 1910 aged 90.  She believed that 
God had called her to be a nurse.  She never got married or 
had children because she thought it would get in the way.  
In the Crimean War, Turkey and Russia were against each 
other but France and 
England helped Turkey 
and Turkey won. 
  
If sick people had 
gangrene they would 
have to get a part of 
their body chopped off 
otherwise if they didn't 
they would die.  The 
soldiers were dying by 
a disease called 
Cholera.  Jacob and 
Asia-Lei from Sapphire 
Class dressed up.  
Jacob dressed up as a 
soldier with silver 
buttons and gold and red on his uniform.  Asia-Lei dressed 
up as a nurse with white and blue and red.  At lunchtime 
everybody had an excellent lunch and I think Key Stage 1 
had the best lunch in the world! 
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
