) é showed us a PowerPoint all about fire and the 5 main

causes of a fire in the home. They were: cooking,
smoking, matches/lighters, electricity and candles.

After learning a little more Jackie told us to be detectives
of the fire scenes. We were to say how the fire started for example: a mother got held up in traffic while
picking up her son from school after putting a chicken in the oven to roast.

During the PowerPoint Jackie showed us a video of a fake house set on fire. On the video it had a clock
that told us how long it would take for a fire to spread. The house was a fire ball in less than 5 minutes.
This petrified most of us. Luckily the fire was made in the presence of the London fire brigade and was an
experiment to show children how fast a fire can spread.

This rolled into our fire escape plan. She made us take it in turns to role play actions we would take if the
fire alarm went off in your bedroom, at home. Many of us took it in turns to act but we just didn't seem to
get it right. Then she told us one thing of vital importance, how to check if the fire was right outside your
door. This was putting the back of your hand on the door handle and checking if it was hot or not. If it was
hot you would need to get a quilt and put it on the bottom of the door, where it lets air through, and then
open the window and shout ‘FIRE!" Then just wait. We were told not to worry because the fire wouldn’t
spread to you're room for 20 minutes. Jackie also said that once you call the London fire brigade they
can get to you in between 5 — 8 minutes. Even if you're any were in London. Then she left.
